Accident and Emergency Procedure
If any player is injured during training or a match, the age group first aider will be the first to assess the injury/incident. The first aider will normally handle such an incident after assessing the player and taking the necessary action that befits the situation;

· Minor injury will be dealt with and the player will probably be able to return to the field of play or training.

· Injuries that prevent the player from continuing play/training will be re-assessed and treated within the clinical ability of the first aider. A report will be made of

i. Time of injury

ii. Injury

iii. Action taken

iv. Whether the player went home/hospital/referred to GP

v. Whether paramedical services were called.

vi. Parents/guardians informed verbally and by writing.

vii. Report made to Chairman LWRFC minis/junior/youth section.

· If the injury is beyond the capability of the first aider then they must call Geoff van Klaveren, Chairman minis section and Chartered Physiotherapist, (if on LWRFC site and/or away matches with mini teams) to assess/treat and advise the injured player. (In the case of Junior/youth teams playing away from Old Deer Park the team first aider will first assess and then call for paramedic assistance by dialling 999)
· If the injured player needs hospitalisation the 999 will be called for paramedic services to attend and transport the player to hospital.

In some instances they may be an incident when a spectator is taken ill or collapses. A first aider who is on site will be the first point of contact. If the situation is need paramedical support then 999 will be called for assistance and possible removal of the patient to hospital.

During festivals and tournaments held at Old Deer Park paramedical services will be on site for the duration of the event. Team first aiders will be first point of contact to attend the player. If the situation requires more specialist help then the on duty paramedical teams will be used on site. The duty person in charge of medical services for the tournament must also be informed.

All injury reports must be completed on the day and submitted to the Chairman for recording and reports of serious injuries (as classified by the RFU) will be submitted to the RFU medical services.
